A TRIBUTE TO THE SENIORS

The seniors on the 1995-96 Loganville High School Basketball Team have just completed
the two best years in the school's basketball history, compiling records of 23-4 in the 1995
season, and 22-5 in 1996. Under their leadership, the '95-'96 Red Devils won the Region
8-AA South Championship for the second consecutive year (each year by winning the
championship on the opponent's home floor). In addition, they have won two straight
Jefferson Invitational Tipoff Tournament Championships. They have set numerous school
records and have established the L.H.S. boys basketball program in a very tough region.
The team's 74% free throw shooting will be entered into the National High School Sports
Record Book currently as the fourth place all-time record.

Mike Dunn began the final season of his high school career by being named the Most
Valuable Player in the Jefferson Invitational Tipoff Tournament. He became the second
player in the school's history to be honored by the Atlanta TipOff Club on their Metro-
Atlanta Team of the Month. He led the team in scoring in six games, had the most free
throws in a game this season (12), had a team-high 10 assists in two games, most three
pointers in a game (5), and led the team in season highs in four categories (most 3-point
field goals (35); most free throws (93); most steals (43); most assists (151). Mike is also
tied in a recent school record category of 6 three-pointers in one game, set last year.

Josh Mobley has been a steady influence on the team these past two years, and worked
hard to become the player into which he developed. He was tied for third on the team in
three-pointers, but he will probably be most remembered for hitting the last-second 3-pt.
shot at the buzzer to give the Red Devils a 70-68 win at Athens Academy.

Keith Wages has been a valuable member of the L.H.S. varsity basketball teams for the
past three years. When Keith came into the game, he always gave a lift to the team, added
a spark to the fans and caused good things to happen. This season Keith tied for a team-
high 5 steals in a game.

Ti Wilder helped to get his senior season off to a great start by being named to the all-
tournament team of the Jefferson Invitational Tipoff Tournament. A few weeks later he
was also named to the Buford Invitational All-Tournament team. In February, Ti became
the second player this season (and the third in the school's history) to be named to the
Atlanta TipOff Club Metro-Atlanta Team of the Month. This season Ti led the team in
many categories and set several recent school records. He was the leading rebounder in
24 of 27 games, and was leading scorer and rebounder in 12 games. His 477 total points
(17.7 average per game) led the team for the season, as did his 362 rebounds (13.4
average per game). His field goal percentage of 54% was also tops for the team for the
season. He had individual game highs durmg the season of most points in a game
(33)(tie), most points in a half (21), most points in a quarter (17), most offensive rebounds
(10 in two games), most defensive rebounds (19 in two games), most rebounds (29), and a
tie for most steals (5) to lead the team in 7 categories.
